Request to convene a General Meeting of STRABAG SE pursuant to 
Sec 105 Para 3 of the Austrian Stock Corporation Act (AktG) / Resolution 
concerning the recall of members of the Supervisory Board 
 
 
Dear Members of the Board, 
 
Haselsteiner Familien-Privatstiftung, FN 67948z, as shareholder of 
STRABAG SE, hereby requests, in accordance with Sec 105 Para 3 of the 
Austrian Stock Corporation Act (AktG), that an immediate extraordinary General 
Meeting of STRABAG SE be convened with the following item on the agenda: 
 
Resolution concerning 
(i) Reduction of the number of Supervisory Board members elected by the 

General Meeting from four to three; 
(ii)  Recall of the Supervisory Board member Dr. Hermann Melnikov, who was 

elected by the General Meeting; and 
(iii) Recall of the Supervisory Board member Thomas Bull, who was delegated 

by the holder of registered share no. 2. 
 
Attached as Annex 1 are the agenda including draft resolutions and the 
explanatory statements for the agenda item. 
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Eligibility and grounds for requesting the convening of a General Meeting 
 
1. Fulfilment of the eligibility criteria pursuant to Sec 105 Para 3 of the 

Austrian Stock Corporation Act (AktG) 
 
Haselsteiner Familien-Privatstiftung holds a total of 29,017,450 bearer shares in 
STRABAG SE. These shares have been held by the shareholder Haselsteiner 
Familien-Privatstiftung for a period of at least three months or more. Haselsteiner 
Familien-Privatstiftung further confirms that it will hold its STRABAG shares at 
least until the decision on convening the meeting has been made and will instruct 
its custodian banks, Raiffeisen Bank International AG and 
RAIFFEISENLANDESBANK NIEDERÖSTERREICH-WIEN AG, accordingly.  
 
In accordance with Sec 10a of the Austrian Stock Corporation Act (AktG), three 
original deposit confirmations from Raiffeisen Bank International AG and 
RAIFFEISENLANDESBANK NIEDERÖSTERREICH-WIEN AG, each dated 
today, are enclosed as proof of shareholder status. 
 
The share capital of STRABAG SE currently amounts to € 102,600,000, divided 
into 102,599,997 no-par value bearer shares and three no-par value registered 
shares. The 29,017,450 shares held by Haselsteiner Familien-Privatstiftung 
amount to 28.3 % of the share capital of STRABAG SE. 
 
Haselsteiner Familien-Privatstiftung thus fulfils all legal requirements to request 
the convening of a General Meeting pursuant to Sec 105 Para 3 of the Austrian 
Stock Corporation Act (AktG). 
 
2. Grounds for requesting the convening of a General Meeting (Sec 105 

Para 3 AktG) 
 
a. Sanctions against Oleg Deripaska by the European Union 
 
The decision by the Council of the European Union adopted on 8 April 2022 (fifth 
sanctions package) places Oleg Deripaska on the list of individuals to be 
sanctioned. The restrictions imposed by the sanctions include, among other 
things, the freezing of assets and economic resources. The sanctions also apply 
to MKAO Rasperia Trading Ltd. (“Rasperia”), in particular as it is indirectly 
controlled by Oleg Deripaska. 
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Consequently, the 28,500,001 shares in STRABAG SE held by Rasperia have 
also been frozen under the EU sanctions regime, as a result of which all of 
Rasperia’s rights associated with the exercise of the 28,500,001 STRABAG 
shares, including the rights associated with registered share no. 2 to appoint a 
member to the Supervisory Board of STRABAG SE and Rasperia’s right to 
delegate members of the Supervisory Board of STRABAG SE as agreed in the 
syndicate agreement entered into by the core shareholders of STRABAG SE. 
 
b. Necessary dismissal of members of the Supervisory Board of 

STRABAG SE 
 
The Supervisory Board member Thomas Bull was delegated by Rasperia in its 
capacity as holder of registered share no. 2. The Supervisory Board member 
Dr. Hermann Melnikov, elected by the General Meeting, was nominated by 
Rasperia under the core shareholders’ syndicate agreement. 
 
As the sanctions imposed on Oleg Deripaska have been in force since 8 April 
2022, and any possible indirect influence by Mr. Deripaska on STRABAG SE 
must be avoided, immediate action is required to remove these two members of 
the Supervisory Board in an Extraordinary General Meeting. 
 
The General Meeting can be held as a virtual General Meeting on the basis of 
Sec 1 Para 2 COVID-19 Corporate Law Act (COVID-19-GesG) and the COVID-
19 Corporate Law Ordinance (COVID-19-GesV), taking into account the interests 
of both the company and the participants. 
 
We request immediate action in this regard.
